In particular, the Solicitation Memorandum will not be filed with, and the
offer of New Notes will not be supervised by, the Swiss Financial Market Supervisory Authority, and the
Exchange Offer and Consent Solicitation has not been and will not be authorized under the Swiss Federal
Act on Collective Investment Schemes (the “CISA”). The investor protection afforded to acquirers of
interests in collective investment schemes under the CISA does not extend to acquirers of New Notes.

Grand Duchy of Luxembourg

The Solicitation Memorandum has not been approved by and will not be submitted for approval to the
Luxembourg financial sector supervisory authority (Commission de Surveillance du Secteur Financier) for
purposes of a public offering or sale in Luxembourg. Accordingly, the New Notes may not be offered or sold
to the public in Luxembourg, directly or indirectly, and neither the Solicitation Memorandum nor any other
offering memorandum, form of application, advertisement or other material related to such notes may be
distributed, or otherwise be made available in or from, or published in, Luxembourg except in circumstances
where the offer benefits from an exemption to or constitutes a transaction not subject to the requirement to
publish a prospectus, in accordance with the Prospectus Regulation and the Luxembourg law of 16 July
2019, on prospectuses for securities.

General

The Exchange Offer does not constitute an offer to buy or the solicitation of an offer to sell 2021 Notes (and
offers to sell will not be accepted from the Holders) in any circumstances in which such offer or solicitation
is unlawful.

Each Holder participating in the Exchange Offer will be deemed to give certain representations in respect of
the jurisdictions referred to above and generally as set out in the Solicitation Memorandum. Any tender of
2021 Notes pursuant to the Solicitation Memorandum from a Holder that is unable to make these
representations will be rejected. Each of the Issuer and the Exchange Agent reserves the right, in its absolute
discretion (and without prejudice to the relevant Holder’s responsibility for the representations made by it),
to investigate in relation to any tender of 2021 Notes, whether any such representation given by a Holder is
correct and, if such investigation is undertaken and as a result the Issuer determines (for any reason) that
such representation is not correct, such tender will be rejected.

The Issuer and its affiliates expressly reserve the right at any time or from time to time following completion
or termination of the Exchange Offer, to purchase or exchange or offer to purchase or exchange 2021 Notes
or to issue an invitation to submit offers to sell 2021 Notes (including, without limitation, those tendered



pursuant to the Exchange Offer but not accepted for purchase) through open market purchases, privately
negotiated transactions, tender offers, exchange offers or otherwise, in each case on terms that may be more
or less favorable than those contemplated by the Exchange Offer. In addition, the Issuer also reserves the
right to issue new debt securities from time to time, including during the term of the Exchange Offer.
